An Update from Haiti

A few weeks ago, an-
other group from St. Paul
joined friends from two
other churches on the
ground in Port Au Prince.
The task of building an
orphanage dormitory
was placed on the hearts
of a St. Paul group that
had seen the desperate
need when they were
Haiti in March. Respond-
ing with two other
churches and the interna-
tional relief organization,
Healing Hands Interna-
tional, funds were raised
and volunteers signed up.
Our congregation was
represented by Jack
Cope, Amy Wallace,

Amy Husband, Shelli
Greene, Shelley McClary,
Suzan and Emily Logan,
Richard Thompson, and
Darren Magda. Also,
Sarah Jane, the R.N. who
has gone multiple times
with us, attended along
with her husband Craig.
All had an integral part in
the task that was com-
pleted on our final day
there.

The task was to replace
an earthquake damaged
dormitory so that nearly
70 children would have

safe housing once again.
Construction on the pro-
ject actually began before
the complete team ar-

rived, as Jack Cope went ‘

down early to arrange
material and lay out the
800x25%9
proposed site. Construc-
tion was not without

s ome
design and hand in the
process was amazingly
visible. While construc-
tion was occurring on

one side of the property,
many of the team en-
gaged the nearly 100 chil-
dren who live and/or
come into the site daily.

The outpouri
love was evident in the
relationships that were
formed. An almost in-
stant bond was created
among the team and chil-
dren, and also between
the team of workers and
our Haitian brothers.
These bonds created are
true indications of the
love of Jesus Christ that
bonds all believers to-
gether as well as the love
of Christ that reaches

out to the unbeliever

with an offer to receive
such love.
